Northamptonshire Scouts Bwaise Expedition

Code of Conduct for Scouts

Accidents

I agree to report all accidents, near misses and incidents.

Alcohol

I will not consume any alcohol.

Animals

I agree not to touch any animals.

Camping

I agree to keep the camp sites clean and tidy.

I agree that after a designated 'quiet time' I will keep noise to an absolute minimum.

Dress

I agree to keep my Scout uniform as clean and as smart as possible.

I will dress appropriately at all times bearing in mind local conditions and culture.  I will not dress provocatively.

I will take all sensible precautions in respect of mosquitoes.

I will keep any jewellery to an absolute minimum.  If my ears are pierced, I will only wear studs or sleepers.

I agree that when engaged in any activity my clothes will be appropriate and safe.

Drugs

I will not take any drug or substance that is not approved by the doctor.

Environment

I will always leave a site as I found it or make it better.

"Take nothing but memories and leave nothing but footprints."

Health & Hygiene

I will not eat anything prepared by street vendors.

I will not drink anything that has not come from a sealed container / bottle. 

I will wash thoroughly at least once every day.

I will wash my hands after visiting the toilet.

I will wash my hands before handling any food.

I will wash my clothes when they require it.

I will give respect to female members of the expedition in relation to feminine hygiene.

I will not walk around barefooted.

I agree to take any advice or medication offered by the medical team.

Relationships

I will not get involved in an intimate relationship.

Security

I agree that I will not leave the site unless I have recorded my departure in a book kept for that purpose, and included my anticipated time of return.

I accept that the absolute minimum number in a group outside of the camp sites will be two, ideally it will be at least four.

Smoking

I will not smoke.

Social

I will not use offensive or inappropriate language or behaviour

I will treat everyone with respect, and listen to their views.

I will not engage in 'backbiting' or act in a way that undermines other people. 

If I have a grievance I will be open and honest about it.

I will not engage in any sexist or racist behaviour.

I agree that the culture and traditions of Uganda will always be treated with respect.

Swimming

I will not swim alone.

I will not swim after dark.

I will not swim unless the water has first been approved by the Expedition Leader.

I agree that swimming will only take place when 'pickets' are watching from the bank.

If I cannot swim or am a weak swimmer I will make it clear to the pickets that I am going in the water

Time keeping

I will ensure that I am always in the correct place at the correct time
